Mayor Little opened the first Public Hearing. The purpose of this Public
Hearing was to hear comments, for or against, a request to rezone a piece of
property owned by PGJT Properties on Dorsett Street in Oakboro, Tax
Record # 8261 from R-15 to R-9M (Multifamily). Phillip Austin, one of the
owners of PGJT, was available for additional information. With no one
signing up to speak, the Public Hearing was closed.

Mayor Little opened the second Public Hearing. The purpose of this Public
Hearing was to hear comments, for or against, a request to rezone a piece of
property owned by Love Construction Company on Alonzo Road in
Oakboro, Tax Record # 31818 from R-15 to R-9. Joseph Burleson was
available for additional information. He explained that most of the 58 acres
was already R-9 and this small section needed to be R-9 as well. With no
one signing up to speak, the Public Hearing was closed.

Mayor Little opened the third Public Hearing. The purpose of this Public
Hearing was to hear comments, for or against, a request for a text change
for the 35’ height limit for buildings in Oakboro to be changed to 45’ for R-
9M (Multifamily) only. With no one signing up to speak, the Public Hearing
was closed.

Mayor Little welcomed everyone to tonight’s Town Board meeting and
asked the Town Clerk to call the roll with the following present:
Commissioner Efird, Commissioner Hathcock, Commissioner Huneycutt,
Mayor Little, Commissioner Smith, Commissioner Watkins and Town

Parks and Recreation: Commissioner Watkins referred to Josh Almond,
 Head of Parks and Recreation. Almond reported that 3 cross country meets
